VISA REQUIREMENTS

A valid passport, with at least six months to expiry date from intended
exit date, is required to enter Malawi. Visas are required by all entering
the country except nationals of Belgium, the Commonwealth, Denmark,
Italy, Finland, France, Germany, Holland, Iceland, Japan, Norway,
Portugal, Spain, San Marino, Sweden, Liechtenstein and the USA. Visas
can be obtained at the border provided prior arrangements are made

A valid international driving license or national driving license if set out in
English. Visitors may drive for up to three months on a valid license
issued in their own country.
