DRIVING LICENCE
REQUIREMENTS

Kenya driving licence recognized if it is written in English, has
photograph, is valid, and has a signature of person and a confirmation
letter from Kenyan authorities. It is recommended to obtain an
international driving permit which is recognized for one year and must
be accompanied by a local licence.

GENERAL RULE OF
THE ROAD

Vehicles must be driven on the left side of the road. Vehicle may not be
driven on a lane dedicated to public transport vehicles during specified
times. Driver should not use mobile phone or a television receiver or
visual display (except navigational driving aids) while driving on a public
road.

For comprehensive cover one
should approach the company currently covering them to see if they can
extend the cover they intend to travel to. In SA it’s difficult to find
insurance company willing to cover foreign vehicles for short period of
time. No road licence or permits are required.
